Isaiah 8:14-15

And He will become a sanctuary and a Stone of offense and
a rock of stumbling to both houses of Israel, a trap and a
snare to the inhabitants of Jerusalem. And many shall
stumble on it. They shall fall and be broken; they shall be
snared and taken.



1 Peter 2:4-8

As you come to Him, a living stone rejected by men but in
the sight of God chosen and precious, you yourselves like
living stones are being built up as a spiritual house, to be a
holy priesthood, to offer spiritual sacrifices acceptable to
God through Yeshua Messiah. For it stands in Scripture:
“‘Behold, | am laying in Zion a stone, a cornerstone chosen
and precious, and whoever believes in Him will not be put to
shame.” So the honor is for you who believe, but for those
who do not believe, “The stone that the builders rejected has
become the cornerstone,” and “A stone of stumbling, and a
rock of offense.” They stumble because they disobey the
Word, as they were destined to do.

Romans 9:32-33

Why? Because they did not pursue it by faith, but as if it
were based on works. They have stumbled over the
stumbling stone, as it is written, “Behold, | am laying in Zion
a stone of stumbling, and a rock of offense; and whoever
believes in him will not be put to shame.”



Daniel 2:34, 44

As you looked, a stone was cut out by no human hand, and
it struck the image on its feet of iron and clay, and broke
them in pieces... And in the days of those kings the God of
heaven will set up a kingdom that shall never be destroyed,
nor shall the kingdom be left to another people. It shall break
in pieces all these kingdoms and bring them to an end, and it
shall stand forever.

Revelation 19:7-9

Let us rejoice and exult and give Him the glory, for the
marriage of the Lamb has come, and His Bride has made
herself ready; it was granted her to clothe herself with fine
linen, bright and pure — for the fine linen is the righteous
deeds of the holy ones.
